PREMIER+™ 2 Embroidery Software has some 
features common to all packages, and some 
exclusive to the level of software you’ve 
purchased.   
These lessons are stepped by package level, and 
build skills.  All owners should begin with Lesson 
1, Part 1 and progress through the lessons to the 
level of your personal software package. 
 

 Open PREMIER+™ 2 Configure   from Launchpad or a shortcut in the Dock. 1.

· Follow the steps to Reset All Apps  in the Utilities tab. 

· Click  if any apps appear to be running in the 

background. 

· Click Reset All Apps and then close  Configure. 

 Open PREMIER+™ 2 Cross Stitcher  2.

from Launchpad or a shortcut in the Dock. 

The Cross Stitch Design Assistant opens to 
the Design Options page. 
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QuickCross Designs 

 Select Create QuickCross Design.  3.

TIP:  The quick information tip  gives an overview of each selected function. 
· Click Continue.  

 Click Select File.   4.

· Browse to \Home \Premier+2 \Samples \Premier+2Emb \Pics2 

\Celebration.  Select 1CCe003, a heart.  

· Click Open.   

· Click Continue. 

 In Rotate and Crop Picture, Rotate  the 5.

heart counterclockwise, with the arrow 

that points down, to 352.0 degrees. 

· Adjust the crop box to crop to the 

edge of the heart, eliminating excess 

background. 

· Click Continue. 

 In Design Size, change Cross Size to 6.

1.8mm. 

· Click Select Hoop. 

· Select Universal in Brand and 

Machine Group. 

· Select 200mm x 200mm – Universal Square Hoop 3 in Hoop Size. 

· Select Natural in Orientation. 

 Click OK. 7.

 Width in Crosses, for the selected Cross Size and Hoop Size, is around 8.

111, and Height in Crosses is around 109, depending on how you 

adjusted the Crop. 

 The Information area shows the finished size of the embroidery. 9.
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 Click Continue. 10.

Color Selection shows more threads than are needed for the 
embroidery.   

 Change the number of threads to 3. 11.

· Click Apply 

 Open the Change All Threads To menu if you prefer to use a 12.

different thread brand and type.   

 Click the dark thread in the list and click Edit Selected Color 13.

 below the Threads list.  

· Scroll through the thread range and select a Black thread, 

or click Black in Colors.  

· Click OK.  

 Click Continue. 14.

In Preview, the Information area shows Width, Height, Stitch Count, 
and number of threads. 

 Click Done. 15.

The heart is surrounded by white crosses, created 
from the picture’s background. 

 Click View menu and select Background Visibility, 16.

and then Background off. 

TIP:  Background can be hidden, faded partially by 
percentage, or set to full visibility. 

 

 Select the Create tab  in the Control Panel. 17.

· Click Erase  so it is highlighted. 

· Click Cross Flood Fill . 

· Click in the white crosses outside the heart to flood erase them. 

 Click Life View  to preview the design.   18.

· Click Close. 
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 Click Design Player and Play  through the stitches.   19.

· Click Close. 

 
Redesign the Heart 

 Select the Design tab  in the Control Panel. 20.

· Select the black thread color band in the Color Select list. 

· Click Move Down  until it is at the bottom of the list. 

 Click Merge Colors  below the Color Select list. 21.

Merge Colors  combines the selected color crosses with the color above in the 
Color Select list.  All crosses stitch in the color above the one you merged. 

 Click to select the white thread color that forms the heart’s highlight. 22.

· Click Move Down . 

· Ensure the white thread is still selected. 

· Click Merge Colors  again, so all the heart’s stitches are red. 

 Select the Letter tab  in the Control Panel. 23.

 Select Fixed Font.  24.

TrueType fonts create letters from fonts installed on your computer, and you can set 
a font size.  Fixed fonts are pre-digitized and the 
size is pre-designed. 

 Click the Font to open the viewer and select Old 25.

English Cross 15 in Elegant Category. 

· Click OK. 

 Select Center  in Alignment. 26.

 Click the Fixed Font Color and change to a bright contrast for the 27.

lettering. 

· Click OK to accept the thread color.   
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 Click in the Letters box. 28.

· Type Happy. 

· Touch the keyboard Control + Enter keys to move to a second line. 

· Type Anniversary. 

 Click Apply. 29.

The lettering is box selected so you can click and drag it into 
place, or nudge it with the keyboard arrow keys. 
· Click and drag inside the select box to move the letters 

lower in the heart. 

· Right click and select Finish Box Select  to 

set the lettering and the select box is gone. 

· Edit / Undo  will go back a step and reselect the box if 

you want to move it again. 

 Click File, alt/option, and select Save As to save a .krz working file type for Cross 30.

Stitcher. 

· Browse to the desired folder, type in a unique File Name, and click Save. 

 Click File / Export.   31.

· Select the correct File Format, the desired Options, and click Continue.   

· Browse to the correct folder, and notice Exported has been added to the file 

name.   

· Click Save. 

 
Placing Crosses Over a Picture 

 Click File and select New. 32.

 Select Load Picture for a New Cross Stitch Design.  33.

 Click Continue. 34.

 Click Select File. 35.

 Browse to \Home \Premier+2 \Samples \Premier+2Emb \Pics2 \Celebration.   36.

· Select 1CCe003, the heart, again.   

· Click Open. 
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· Click Continue. 

 Crop automatically removes excess background.   37.

· Click Continue. 

 Change Cross Size to 1.8mm. 38.

 Click Select Hoop. 39.

· Select Universal in Brand and Machine Group. 

· Select 120mm x 120mm – Universal Square Hoop 4 in Hoop Size. 

· Select Natural in Orientation. 

· Click OK. 

 Click Done. 40.

 Double click the thread color in Color Select, and change to red.   41.

· Click OK. 

 Right click over the background.   42.

· Select Background Visibility, Fade Background, 

and drag the slider to 50%.   

· Click Close. 

 Select the Create tab  in the Control Panel. 43.

 Select Full Cross . 44.

· Click in a grid square to place a cross. 

· Click and hold the mouse cursor to drag crosses. 

· Use alt/option + click to remove a cross. 

Alternately, left click the Erase tool  to click and drag the 
eraser.  
Left click the Eraser to turn it off when done erasing. 
Select other Cross tools as desired. 

 Fill in around the edge of the heart, working around the outer 45.

edge to close in the area. 

· Use Half Width Cross  or other crosses to fill in partial grids as desired. 
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 Select Cross Flood Fill .   46.

· Click in the center area of the heart that isn’t filled, and 

the crosses will flood the area to the boundary you 

created around the heart’s edge. 

 Use File, alt/option and Save As to save the .krz working file. 47.

 Use File / Export to make a ready-to-stitch design for your 48.

embroidery machine. 

 
Add a Pattern to the Heart’s Center 

 Ensure you're in the Create tab  in the Control Panel. 49.

 Click the Shape gallery viewer , and scroll down to the 50.

hearts. 

· Select Shape 32. 

· Click the gallery viewer again to close and select the shape. 

 Select the Pattern tab  at the top of the Control Panel.   51.

 Select Cross Basic in Category. 52.

 
 Select Check 2. 53.

 Double click Color 1 in Thread Colors and change to a 54.

pink.   

· Click OK. 

 Double click Color 2 in Thread Colors and select a 55.

different red.  

· Click OK. 
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 Select the Create tab  in the Control Panel. 56.

 Click Pattern Fill  in the Fill toolbar. 57.

The Check 2 pattern will fill the shape when it's applied. 

 Click Cross Outline  in the Outline tools. 58.

· Double click the thread color beside the Outline tools, click Add Color , select 

a pink, and click OK.    

 Click Place Shape  to add the shape in a select box. 59.

· Rotate  the select box so it matches the tilt in the heart. 

· Hold down the alt/option + Shift keys, and drag a corner 

handle to make the select box larger. 

· Click and drag the select box into position as preferred. 

· Right Click and select Finish Insert Shape Tool  to place 

the cross pattern with border. 

 Right click again and select Finish Box Select. 60.

 

 Use Life View  to see your embroidery.   61.

· Click Close. 

 Use Design Player  to see how the stitches are sequenced.   62.

· Click Close. 

 Use File, alt/option and Save As to save the .krz working file with a new file name. 63.

 Use File / Export to make a ready-to-stitch design for your embroidery machine. 64.

 
Multiply 

 Select File and New. 65.

 Select Start a New Cross Stitch Design with No Picture. 66.

 
· Click Continue. 
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 Set Cross Size at 2mm. 67.

 Click Select Hoop. 68.

· Check by box beside Enter Hoop Size. 

· Make Width and Height both 260 mm. 

· Click OK. 

 Click Done.   69.

 Select the Create tab  in the Control Panel.   70.

 Click Full Cross .   71.

 Select the Multiply tab . 72.

· Click Use Multiply  so the icon is highlighted (on). 

 Click Reflect 8-Way . 73.

· The work area is divided into sections by lines that cross at the center. 

Tip:  Use Place Center to offset the center area, and Reset Center to restore the 
default center.  Right click to end the Place Center function. 

 Select the Design tab , and click Add Thread Color  in the Control Panel to 74.

add more threads in Color Select as desired. 

 Click and drag to draw in any section of the divided work area to see how the 75.

stitches are reflected into the other 7 sections. 

 Use Edit / Undo  to remove stitches so you can play again. 76.

 Click Add Color  by clicking the thread color to open Color Select, 77.

and adding more thread colors. 

 Try drawing flower petals from the center out and back again. 78.

· Use a contrast thread to add stamens at the center. 

 Use File, alt/option and Save As to save the .krz working file with a new file name. 79.

 Use File / Export to make a ready-to-stitch design for your embroidery machine. 80.
