For the pattern, purchase the book 60 Fabulous Paper-Pieced Stars by Carol Doak in the shop.	

FABRICS - 7 fabrics are used in the block:	

• Light background fabric: ½ yard	

• Very dark fabric:  ½ yard	

• Light, medium light and medium fabric: 1 (one) ¼ piece of each color (3 fabrics total)	

• Medium fabrics, different textures of another color:  ¼ yard each of two colors.	

• Please complete the homework before class.	

Please meet with Louise at least several days before class to get instructions on cutting sizes 
for each fabric. Label each piece with corresponding number in the pattern before class.

• 45 mm rotary cutter with new or nearly new blade	

• Rotary ruler - 6 x 12 inches

• Small iron and ironing pad	

• Sewing machine	

• 90/14 Microtex Sharp sewing machine needles	

• Neutral thread and wound bobbins	

• Open toe foot (optional)	

• 60 Fabulous Paper-Pieced Stars book by Carol Doak in the shop.
