* Pins to secure petals in place while sewing

* Terial Magic stabilizer spray (Helps stabilize your fabrics so they do not fray when working with
them.)
* FABRIC REQUIRMENTS:
- TREES — 3/4 yard each of 8 prints
- COURTHOUSE BLOCKS — 5/8 yard each of 4 prints
- TREE TRUNKS — 9”x22” each of 2 prints
- Background, border & binding 4 yards
- Backing 5 Yards
- Prep and iron your fabric with Teryl Magic so it will not stretch on you
