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     Join Nancy as you make the Disappearing Four Patch block in this 3 hour class.  This versatile block goes together quickly.  Beginning to advance level quilters will enjoy this project!

Unless specified, the cost for project supplies and/or kits is not included in the class fee.  You will receive a supply list at the time of registration. Always bring your personal sewing machine, basic sewing supplies such as scissors, seam ripper, thread, extra machine needles, etc. and plan to arrive 15 minutes prior to class time so you have ample time to set up before class begins. Remember that class fees are non-refundable and non-exchangeable.

Homework:  Look through your focus fabric charm pack.  You will need 40.  (There should be 42 in the pack.) Sort the 40 fabrics into pairs that are contrasting. Example- a floral with a stripe, or a solid with a polka dot, or a dark with a light. You will have 20 pair. Bring the extra 2 fabrics to class.
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
