coortinating fat quarters  

❖ ¼ foot  

❖ Favorite foot for topstitching 

❖ Rotary cutter with sharp blade 

❖ 9 ¾” x 7 ½” Composition book 

❖ Ruler   

❖ Thread:  piecing thread and matching 

thread for topstitching (don’t forget 

thread for the bobbin!) 

❖ Fabric scissors 

❖ “Optional”: 1 yd ribbon for dividers (this is 

only if you want your notebook to have 

multiple sections.
