Then after class you can pick out some fabric and make another one of your choosing. 
Skill Level – Beginner - some experience using a sewing machine will be helpful for this workshop. 
Will Need
· Sewing machine 
· Zig Zag presser foot for your machine
· Edgestitch presser foot – if you have one.
· Scissors
· Pins or clips
· Rotary cutter and mat
· Seam ripper
· Fabric marking pen/chalk
· Travel mini-iron and ironing mat (if you have one)
· 6 ½ “x 24” rectangle ruler or a general ruler
· Seam gauge or 6” ruler
· Pillow Kit – will be provided in class

Expectation – My goal is for you to have a completed pillow to take home and the skills to make more on your own.
Class Approach – You will need to bring the above supplies to class.  At the beginning of the class, you will pick the kit from the selection provided.  (First come first choice!)    
Class Time – During class, you’ll be making a simple pillow.
