Eclipse Quilt

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The project for this class combines easy faced-applique circles with a 'Robbing Peter to Pay Paul’ approach that swaps cutouts from one block to another. The process creates a block displaying crescent moons. The blocks can be made from a selection of fine- to medium-textured prints that coordinate well. You can coordinate a group of repetitive colors or go for a scrappy effect.  If you go for scrappy, this is a great ‘stash buster’ project.

Tools/Materials:
Fabrics: (NOTE: yardage will vary depending on the size of quilt and number of blocks you make. To make a sixteen 9” block version as the sample you will need:
a. Crescent ‘Moons’: ½ yard of a finely textured print that reads as a solid in a color that contrasts in a striking manner from your background fabrics. 
b. Background Blocks: The exact yardage is hard to estimate as it will depend on how many different fabrics you choose, how many times you wish to repeat each one and how large you make your blocks. Figure that you will need four different fabrics for the background of each block and you will need a maximum 5 ½” square of each fabric for a 9” block so you can count on four fat quarters making at least nine blocks (probably more as the four-patch background blocks are off-center and some pieces will be smaller than 5 ½”). A sixteen block quilt as the sample will require a total of eight fat quarters of different fabrics in a variety of colors and textures that are harmonious together. Fabrics should contrast in values ranging from light to dark to make the quilt more interesting. If you prefer to go scrappy, raid your stash for scraps that measure at least 6” or so. Charm Pack Squares, will not be quite large enough for the larger squares (but may work for the smaller ones); a Layer Cake Pack will be prefect to get multiple pieces for many blocks. 
c. Borders, Frames and sashing: Again the exact yardage will vary depending on the desired width of the borders, but 1 yard should be sufficient for solid borders. You may surround each block with a narrow frame if desired for which you will need about ¾ yard of the framing fabric. For sashing plan on 1 yard to be certain you have enough. If desired, you may design creative sashing and borders from two different fabrics as seen on the sample. I recommend you wait until your blocks are done before selecting border fabric, as the choice will be easier once the blocks are made.
· Lightweight non-woven non-fusible interfacing: 1 – 1 ½ yards depending on WOF.
· Freezer Paper: For circle templates.
· Rotary cutter, mat and ruler: an 11”x 17” mat and a 12” square ruler.
· Scissors: Fine pointed Craft scissors and utility shears for paper cutting.
· Sewing machine: with the standard accessories.
· Thread: 100% cotton thread in colors suitable for your fabrics. 
· Sewing pins
· Seam ripper
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
