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Pattern:  Gap Quilting technique
Fabrics:  To be determined in first class based on Panel or 1 yard of large print (estimate about 3-6 fat eighths and fat quarters of coordinating fabrics, 2-3 yards background. Borders, if desired, based on quilt size.)
Notes:  
· The “gap quilt” technique in this class provides very simple step-by-step method to design and lay out your quilt with an actual plan to follow. No intimidating “blank wall” to figure out – really!
Sewing Tools:





        Rulers:
	· Thread coordinated to fabric for piecing

· Cutting mat – 18” x 24” is optimal

· Rotary cutter

· Straight pins

· Seam ripper

· Pencil

· Notepad (post-it notes, optional) 

· Sewing machine with straight stitch foot and needle plate, power cord, foot pedal, and owner’s manual

· Extra bobbins and sewing machine needles
