Pattern:  Feathered Christmas by Cherry Blossoms 
 
Fabric/Supplies needed:    

➢ 1 yard  Background, 1st & 2nd borders  
➢ ⅓ yard  Red #1  Tree appliques & first border 
➢ ½ yard  Red #2  Tree applique & binding 
➢ 3½” square Red #3   Star applique 
➢ 1 yard  Backing  
➢ ¾ yard fusible   -  I like Lite Steam A Seam 2  
➢ Thread to match applique fabrics 
➢ Neutral thread for piecing 
➢ Teflon pressing sheet 

 
Bring to class: 

➢ Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 
working order with a new needle 

➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, scissors for 
clipping threads, pins and seam ripper 

➢ Rotary cutter with a good blade, medium size cutting mat (18” x 24”) for use 
with rotary cutting tool and ruler to cut strips 

 
 Preclass instructions: 
 

  Cut background square 25” x 21” 
 Cut two 1½” x WOF from background and Red #1 fabrics 
 Trace each applique piece onto the fusible using a Sharpie Fine Point marker or other 

permanent marker.

Log Cabin Chain Cutting Instructions 

 
If you can arrive at class with at least two of each of the strips cut you will be able 
to complete a number of blocks while in class.  Strips are cut from the width of 
the fabric and will measure approximately 42” long, depending on the width of 
your fabric. 
 
Cut from each fabric: 
 
Chain fabric  -  Sixteen 2” strips 
Fabric A  -  Four 2” strips 
Fabric B  -  Four 3 ½” strips 
Fabric C  -  Four 5” strips 
Fabric D  -  Four 6 ½” strips 
Fabric E  -  Four 8” strips 
Fabric F  -  Four 9 ½” strips 
Fabric G  -  Four 11” strips 
 
Please bring the strips you have cut and all the remaining fabric to class.
