Pattern: Closet Core Fiore Skirt pattern (Available at Bernina Connection) 
  
Fabric/Supplies needed:  

➢     Tape measure-We will be taking measurements during the first session - wear  
          close fitting garments through waist and hips 
➢     Optional: Swedish tracing paper or Pellon 830 tracing medium, if you want to 

          keep the original pattern for other sizes  
➢     Optional: Highlighter if you are going to trace your pattern to keep the original 

         sizing intact 
➢     If you have your fabric, bring it to class preshrunk (wash and dry as you would 

         your finished garment) (We will be checking for the straight of grain, etc.) If    
         you have not selected your fabric you will have to follow those                      
         procedures prior to the next class period 
➢    Notions for selected view listed in pattern  

 
Bring to class: 

➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking chalk, ruler, scissors for cutting 
paper,  tape measure, #2 pencil, sharp shears, sharp glass headed pins and seam 
ripper 

➢ After first session, bring sewing machine with power cord and foot control, 
cleaned and in good working order with a new needle 

➢ Rent a sewing machine from Bernina if you do not have one in good working 
order 

 
Pre Class Preparation:   

➢     Come to class with pattern and supplies listed above 
➢     Wear close fitting garments through waist and hips    
➢     This is a Hands-On class - be prepared to work in class
