 Registration: Class fees are due at registration. Kits must be purchased before class. One week’s 
notice is required for refunds or store credit; visiting-teacher classes are non-refundable. 

 Age-specific classes: To keep classes focused and comfortable for everyone, adult classes are for 
adults only.

 Machines: All sewing machine and serger brands are welcome except in BERNINA Machine 
Mastery classes. Loaner machines are available for a $15 rental with advance registration. 

 Classroom courtesy: Please silence cell phones during class so everyone can focus and enjoy 
learning. Our classroom temperature may vary, so dressing in layers is recommended. 

 Supplies: Please label personal tools (rulers, scissors, etc.) to avoid mix-ups.

Pattern: Haven Woven Skirt by StyleArc available at the Bernina Connection 

Bring to Class: 

 Sewing machine in good working order with bobbins, presser foot, power cord & foot pedal 
 New needles for woven fabric 
 Serger for finishing seams – can be rented from BC for $15 – this will make your seam finishes 

easier 
 Style Arc pattern: Haven Woven Skirt in your correct size range – available at BC, or alternate 

pattern 
 OPTIONAL: another woven skirt pattern (simple design with waistband/zipper) that can be cut on 

the bias  
 Tracing medium: Pattern Ease, Pellon 830, or Swedish tracing medium – enough to trace the entire 

front, back of the skirt through torso area for fitting purposes. These pattern pieces will be used to 
“test” the pattern during first session. 

 Yardage for garment, pre-shrunk and pressed, matching thread 
 7” invisible zipper in a color to match yardage 
 Basic Sewing Kit to include glass-headed fine dressmaking pins, pin cushion or equivalent, cutting 

tools: shears, rotary cutter/blades, small, pointed scissors/snips, seam ripper, tape measure, #2 
pencil for tracing, straight 24” see-thru ruler; marking tools- chalk, powdered marking tool, etc.  

 OPTIONAL: Curved rulers, French curve, etc. for accurate tracing of pattern pieces 

Pre-class Preparation: 

 Wear appropriate garments below waist for ease in fitting – we cannot fit accurately over bulky 
garments 

 Wash, dry, and press yardage purchased for the skirt

 Advanced Beginners and beyond
