 Registration: Class fees are due at registration. Kits must be purchased before class. One week’s 
notice is required for refunds or store credit; visiting-teacher classes are non-refundable. 

 Age-specific classes: To keep classes focused and comfortable for everyone, adult classes are for 
adults only. Kids’ classes are for enrolled children only; parents or guardians may not attend. 

 Machines: All sewing machine and serger brands are welcome except in BERNINA Machine 
Mastery classes. Loaner machines are available for a $15 rental with advance registration. 

 Classroom courtesy: Please silence cell phones during class so everyone can focus and enjoy 
learning. Our classroom temperature may vary, so dressing in layers is recommended. 

 Supplies: Please label personal tools (rulers, scissors, etc.) to avoid mix-ups.

Pattern: Style Arc Albie Woven Pant/Short available at the Bernina Connection 

Bring to Class: 

 Sewing machine in good working order with new needle, bobbins, presser foot, power cord & 
foot control 

  Serger is optional and either machine can be rented at BC for $15 each 
 Albie Woven Pant or Short pattern by Style Arc, available at BC in your correct size range  
 Basic Sewing Kit to include: glass-headed fine dressmaking pins, pin cushion or equivalent, cutting 

tools: shears, rotary cutter/blades, small, pointed scissors/snips, seam ripper, tape measure, #2 
pencil for tracing, marking tools- chalk, powdered marking tool, etc.  

 Tracing medium: Pattern Ease, Pellon 830, or Swedish tracing medium – enough to trace the front 
& back of the pant/short  

 Yardage required for your pants/shorts.  Check pattern for required amount – listed on chart at BC 
pattern counter – depends upon the width of fabric and the size needed – fabric should be pre-
shrunk – that means washing/drying as you will the finished garment 

Pre-class Preparation: 

 Purchase the Albie Woven Pant pattern by Style Arc in the correct size range available at BC 
 Read and study the pattern instructions, become familiar with the pattern pieces 
 Fabric should be pre-shrunk – that means washing/drying as you will the finished garment 
 Wear appropriate garments below waist for ease in fitting – yoga pants or leggings. We cannot 

fit accurately over bulky garments and will be taking lower body measurements during the 1st 
class period.
