Pattern: Scout Tee by Grainline Studios #GS11002 multi-sized 0-18 or Cashmerette 
Concord T-Shirt, in two size ranges with cup sizing from C/D to H.   
  
Fabric/Supplies needed:  

➢     Tracing medium: Swedish tracing medium or Pattern Ease 
➢     Ball point, stretch, jersey needles for machine & twin needles 2.5, 3.0 sz. 70 or 

         80  
➢     Hams—I will demonstrate how to use for neckline applications 
➢     Seraflex thread for sewing machine  
➢     Soft lead pencil for tracing pattern  & see-thru highlighter  
➢     Tape measure  
OPTIONAL: selective neckline &/or sleeve finishes:  
➢     Twin needle for topstitching—ballpoint or stretch needle 
➢     One or two packages fold over elastic trim 
➢     Topstitching thread to match fold over elastic trim 
➢    Pressing Ham & Pounding block/Point turner 

 
Bring to class: 

➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking chalk, ruler, scissors for cutting 
paper,  tape measure, #2 pencil, shears/rotary cutter,  sharp glass headed pins 
and seam ripper 

➢ After first session, bring sewing machine and/or serger with power cord and 
foot control, cleaned and in good working order with ballpoint or stretch needle 

➢ After the first session: bring yardage for garment (preshrunk and pressed, if 
needed) thread & supplies  

 
Pre Class Preparation:   

➢     Come to class with pattern and supplies listed above 
➢     Wear undergarments that you will wear with your completed garment for   

         accurate fitting and measuring.  Close fitting top without sleeves is needed to   
         get accurate measurements through torso area.
