Pattern: Pietra Pant by Closet Core 
 
Fabric/Supplies needed:  

➢     Swedish tracing paper or Pellon 830 (enough to trace pattern in your size)     
➢     Gingham yardage for desired style of pant; pattern sized for 5’6” or below -  

         extra yardage if above that in your size category -- see pattern for suggested       
         fabrics - depends upon view 

 
Bring to class: 

➢ Bring sewing machine and with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in 
good working order with a new needle 

➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  either shears or rotary cutting tools, small seam 
ripper, sharp pointed trimming scissors, tape measure, #2 pencil, sharp glass 
headed pins, hand needle & CONTRASTING silk thread, marking chalk or 
powdered marking tool, narrow highlighter for first/second sessions 

 
Pre Class Preparation:   

➢    Trace your indicated size from the Pietra Pants Pattern on Pellon 830 or Swedish   
         tracing medium— do not cut out on cutting lines as we might adjust for  
         various fitting issues — or — 
➢     Be prepared to sew up gingham test pant in class if not done prior to class 
➢     Bring contrasting colored pencil to make adjustments to traced pattern  
➢     Bring or wear leggings or other form-fitting garment on bottom half of body  

         for ease in fitting pattern draft + tape measure 
 

     Wear fitted mask over mouth and nose during entire class period.
