Pattern:  None  
 
Fabric/Supplies needed:   Prepare prior to class please 
 

➢       A small quilt at least 36” x 36” that has been quilted, squared up and basted    
     along the edges approximately ⅛” from cut edge 
➢ Binding strips cut to 2” wide.  Have enough length to go around your quilt plus 

  at least 15”.  We will stitch them together in class.  NOTE:  BE sure strips are 
  cut to 2” wide—required width to use the #71 foot 
➢        Bernina #71 foot (required) 
➢        Thread to match binding fabric 
➢        Two bobbins-one filled with thread to match the binding and one filled to  

           match the quilt back 
➢        Zig zag stitch plate 

 
Bring to class:  

➢ Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 
working order with a new needle and zig zag stitch plate 

➢ Bernina #71 foot (required), 1/4” foot (Bernina # 37 or #97) 
➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, scissors for 

clipping threads, pins and seam ripper 
➢ A good pair of tweezers (Bernina has a great one for the job at hand) or stiletto 
➢ Thread to match binding fabric, two bobbins-one filled with thread to match the 

binding and one filled to match the quilt back 
➢ Rotary cutter with good blade, mat and ruler 

 
Pre Class Preparation:
