Pattern:    Once in a Blue Moon by Thimblecreek 
 

Fabric/Supplies needed:                            
➢ 2 yards of dark fabric 

➢ 2 yards of light/white fabric for main part of your quilt 
➢ ½ yard binding fabric 

➢ 3½ yards backing fabric 

➢ 6” x 24” ruler or 6½” x 24” (look at them to see that the marking are good for you) 

➢ 12” x 12” ruler or 12½” x 24” (look at them to see that the marking are good for you) 

➢ Quarter inch machine foot 
➢ Walking foot (optional) 
➢ Bobbins for your machine (wind two) 
➢ 80/12 sewing machine needles 
➢ 100% cotton thread, grey or cream (and colors as you wish) (one large spool  

  either Mettler or Aurifil brand) 
➢ Mechanical pencil and small notebook is helpful 
 

Bring to class: 
➢ Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 

working order with a new needle 
➢ Bring machine manual for your machine.  You should be very familiar with 

your machine prior to class 
➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, tape measure, 

scissors for clipping threads, shears, pins and seam ripper 
➢ Rotary cutter with a good blade, mat (medium or large) for use with rotary 

cutting tool (45mm or 60mm) and ruler 
 
Pre Class Preparation:   

➢ Come to class with all the supplies listed above 
 
Don’t forget to bring snacks/lunch/snacks
