Fabric/Supplies needed:
»  Yardage according to style/garment selected (2 1/6 yards to 3 yards). Rayon,
cotton, silk, crepe, jacquards or other similar fabrics
»  Threads to match/coordinate with fabrics, if bringing a serger, four cones of
serger thread
»  Swedish tracing paper - 1 roll

Bring to class:
»  Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good
working order with a new needle
> Basic sewing kit to include: pins, machine needles, fabric shears, seam ripper,
marking pencil, seam gauge, bodkin or safety pin
»  Serger (if you have one)

Pre Class Preparation:
»  Trace correct size pattern onto Swedish tracing paper
> Cut out jacket to your size
