Bird Dance Block

Pattern/Book:  Bird Dance book by Sue Spargo (required) 
                 Creative Stitching book by Sue Spargo (recommended) 
 

Fabric/Supplies needed:  Be certain your wool is FELTED WOOL, not craft wool 
➢ 7” x 7” wool for background, neutral color such as gray or cream 
➢ 6” x 6” wool for bird, bright color 
➢ Wool scraps for eye (black or charcoal) and accents (contrasting brights) 

depending on the block you choose 
➢ 7” x 3” cotton or linen for background applique (neutral background color) 
➢ Neutral color wide rick rac, neutral color wide ribbon (optional) 
➢ Freezer paper 
➢ Scissors for paper 
➢ Scissors for wool/cotton/linen (I like micro serrated edge such as Kai) 
➢ Pen or pencil (for tracing onto the freezer paper) 
➢ #10 or #11 straw needle (for needle turn applique of cotton/linen) 
➢ #1 Milliners needle (for bullion knots) 
➢ #22 and #24 Chenille needles (for decorative stitches) 
➢ 8 wt. and 12 wt. perle cotton or Valdani threads (for decorative stitches) 
➢ Pin - one longish pin, such as the flower top pins or a corsage pin 
➢ Applique pins (optional) 
➢ 50 wt. or finer cotton or wool thread to match your wool applique colors (bird, 

eye, accents) 
➢ Optional threads - sea grass, silken pearl, razzle dazzle 
➢ ¼” white button for eye 
➢ Needle threader - the wire sort 
➢ 7” hoop for practicing stitches 
➢ 10” square of muslin or larger for practicing stitches 
➢ Small, firm stuffed pillow or very large pincushion (something you do not mind 

sticking pens into)
