Pattern: Gorgeous Wool Applique by Deborah Gale Tirico  
 

Fabric/Supplies needed:   
➢ Freezer paper - at least 60” from a roll (not sheets) 
➢ Clear acetate / vinyl at least 24” x 10” (In a pinch you may cut a jumbo storage 

baggie) 
➢ 1 sheet of white tissue paper 
➢ 1¼ yards white felted wool (This doesn’t have to be a single piece, but you 

need at least TWO pieces that are 28” x 11” plus space for all the many small 
pieces) (Felted wool yards usually are 32” x 50”) 

➢ Fat quarter red felted wool (Felted wool fat quarters are usually 16” x 24”) 
➢ Fat quarter black felted wool (Felted wool fat quarters are usually 16” x 24”) 
➢ Scraps of felted wool: approximate square inches below 
          Mustard yellow 17” x 3” (axe handle is 17”) 
          Blue 4” x 6” 
          Green 6” x 6” 
          Light peach (flesh) 4” x 5” 
          Grey 3” x 4” 
➢       Wool threads to match all the felted wool colors.  The green thread is also used 

          for the pine boughs  
➢       Off white #8 pearle cotton 
➢       Crewel needle #22 or whatever you use for hemming, quilting or basting 
➢       Basting thread-any color, cotton is fine, but something slippery such as Bottom 

          Line is good 
➢       Scissors for paper 
➢       Scissors for wool (and threads) 
➢       Pins (the straight pins you use for sewing) 
➢       Pencil 
➢       Fine sharpie

➢ Fine thread in silver and gold for jacket and boot lace embellishment (not 
  needed in class) 
➢ Beads for jacket buttons and crown embellishment (not needed in class) 
➢ Blush to color cheeks (not needed in class and optional) 
➢ If you have a circle cutting tool, such as Go Cutter, please bring them.  Size 

  2¾” and 1 9/16” 
 
Bring to class: 

➢ Supplies listed above 
 
Pre Class Preparation:    

➢       Please read page 10-14 of the book 
➢ Trace the base shape onto the dull side of freezer paper (this is the big oval 

  on the pullout sheets.  Cut out the oval on the line. 
➢ Trace all of the applique shapes onto the dull side of the freezer paper  

  (page 36-38) 
➢ Write the color of each inside the shape as well as the count.  Cut out on 

  the line.  Notice that you need multiple of some shapes, such as the pine 
  cones.  For the circles for the pennies, only do two of each size before  
  class.  We will discuss options for circles in class. 
➢ Trace the applique placement onto the acetate using fine sharpie (use the 

  pullout sheet) 
➢ Trace the embroidery placement onto the tissue paper (I use pencil)(use the 

  pullout sheet
