Pattern:  Open Wide! by Annie 
 

Fabric/Supplies needed:   
➢ Main fabric, fat quarter for small, ½ yard for medium and large bag 
➢ Lining fabric, fat quarter for small, ½ yard for medium and large bag 

➢ Contrasting fabric, ½ yard for small, medium or large bag 
➢ Soft & Stable or Bosal foam, 9½” x 17” for small, 12½” x 26” for medium,  

  14” x 35” for large bag 
➢ Mesh fabric, 9” x 8” for small, 14” x 11” for medium, 20½” x 12½” for large 

  bag 
➢ Folded over elastic, ⅝” wide, 16” for small, 22” for medium, 25” for large bag 
➢ Handbag zipper, 11” or longer for small, 15” or longer for medium, 18” or  

  longer for large bag 
➢ Walking foot, very helpful for quilting 

➢ ¼” presser foot (Bernina #37 or #97), zipper foot #4 
➢ Thread to match/coordinate with fabrics 

  
Bring to class: 

➢ Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 
working order with a new needle 

➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  machine needles, fabric marking pen or pencil, 
ruler, shears, pins, seam gauge, stiletto and seam ripper 

➢ Rotary cutter with a good blade, mat for use with rotary cutting tool and ruler 
 
Pre Class Preparation:   

➢ Cut main fabrics, lining and foam stabilizer per pattern instructions 
➢ Sandwich the main fabric, foam stabilizer and lining fabrics per patter and  

  quilt if desired
