Pattern:   Pickle Pie Blooming Bag in the Hoop Software  

Fabric/Supplies needed:    
 ½ yard main fabric for extra large & large case 

 ⅓ yard main fabric for medium case 
 ¼ yard main fabric for small case 
 ⅓ yard lining fabric for extra large & large case 
 ¼ yard lining fabric for medium & small case 
 Scraps of fabric for leaf, petals, flower center 
 Tearaway stabilizer 
 Permanent seam tape 
 Microtex needle, size 80/12 
 Plastic teeth zipper, 16” or longer for extra large bag, 14” or longer for large  

  bag, 11” or longer for medium bag, 9” or  longer for small bag 
 3” length, ⅞” grosgrain ribbon 
 ⅔ yard fusible batting 
 ½ yard fusible webbing 
 ½ yard medium weight fusible interfacing 
 Thread to match your main fabric, leaf, petals and center of flower  

Bring to class: 
 Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 

working order with a new needle 
 Embroidery module with either jumbo, maxi, mega or oval hoop and all 

embroidery accessories 
 Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, scissors for 

clipping threads, shears, pins and seam ripper 
 Rotary cutter with a good blade, mat for use with rotary cutting tool and ruler 

Pre Class Preparation:   
 Pre-cutting your fabric per cutting charts in your pattern will allow you to  

  accomplish more stitching in class
