Fabric/Supplies needed  for main quilt (first class)  
➢ 14 - 6” x wof strips of a variety of red fabrics for the heart 
➢ 14 - 6” x wof strips of cream/white fabrics for the background 

 
Supplies needed for applique hearts (second class) 

➢ Wool felt for wool applique OR  
 Cotton fabric for fusible machine applique: 
 2” x 8” pieces of: 2 reds, orange, hot pink, raspberry and medium green 
 6” x 4” pieces of: yellow, mauve, purple, aqua, watermelon, orange,  
  medium green and dark red 
➢ For wool applique option - size 8 perle cotton in a variety of colors 
➢ For fabric applique option - Steam a seam II 
➢ 12” of poly fuse 
➢ Fabric glue 

➢ Applique pins 
➢ Chalk pencil 
➢ Embroidery needles for wool option 
➢ Sharp scissor (blade length 1½ - 2”) 
➢ Freezer paper 
➢ Walking foot 

 
Bring to class: 

➢ Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 
working order with a new needle 

➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, scissors for 
clipping threads, shears, pins and seam ripper 

➢ Rotary cutter with a new blade, mat for use with rotary cutting tool and ruler 
 
Pre Class Preparation:   

➢ Cut quilt fabrics into 6” strips by width of fabric
