Pattern:  Pineapple Farm by Elizabeth Hartman 
 

Fabric/Supplies needed:  lap quilt (40 blocks)   
➢ 3⅞ yards background fabric 
➢ 21 fat quarters or 60 - 10” x 10” squares for pineapple body fabric 

➢ 7 fat quarter or 20 - 10” x 10” squares for pineapple leaf fabric 
➢ 4⅜ yards backing fabric* 
➢ ⅝ yard binding fabric* 
➢ 61” x 73” batting* 
➢ Patchwork foot #37, 57 or #97 (¼” foot)    

 
Bring to class: 

➢ Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 
working order with a new needle 

➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, scissors for 
clipping threads, shears, pins and seam ripper 

➢ Rotary cutter with a new blade, mat for use with rotary cutting tool and ruler 
➢ Personal iron with ironing surface (very helpful) 
➢ Small ruler to make measuring smaller pieces easier 
➢ Thread to match or blend with fabrics, 50 wt. for sewing 

 
Pre Class Preparation:   

➢ Cut background and pineapple block pieces per pattern instructions 
 
 

* You will not need to bring the batting, backing and binding to class, we will  
  not get to that part in the short class time we have.
