Fabric/Supplies needed:  Session One 
 Pillowcase 

  A pillow case kit from BC or 

 ¾ yard main fabric 

 2½” strip for trim 

 ¼ yard for cuff 
 4 cones of serger thread in coordinating colors 

  Cosmetic Case 
 1 piece quilted fabric 8½” x 16” (quilt your own with two of your favorite fabrics. I  

              used soft and stable between the two, you may use regular batting for a softer look) 
 1 - 12” or longer zipper in coordinating color 
 4 cones of serger thread in coordinating colors 

 
Fabric/Supplies needed:   Session Two 
  Serger Cushion 
  Background fabric: 

 2 pieces background fabric 11” x 11” 
 2 pieces background fabric 17” x 9½” 
  Log Cabin fabric: 
 Center 2” x 2” 
 Strip 1&2: 2” x 6” 
 Strip 3&4: 2” x 10” 
 Strip 5&6: 2” x 14” 
 Strip7&8: 2” x 16”

Crazy patchwork fabric: 
  4 colors cut 3” x 10” 

 1 16½” zipper by the yard (this will show on the back) 

 3 cones of serger thread: 2 to coordinate with fabric and one slightly  
            darker 

 Pillow form 16½” square 

 
Bring to class: 

 Serger with all its accessories and manual, regular foot, blind hem foot 
and multipurpose foot 

 Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen and pencil, ruler, scis-
sors for clipping threads, shears, pins and seam ripper 

 Rotary cutter, cutting mat and small ruler 
 Pillow form 16½” 
 Personal iron (makes life easier)
