Pattern:  Free with class 
Fabric/Supplies needed:    

 ⅝ yard main fabric 
 ½ yard contrast fabric for waistband and ties 
 ¼ yard pocket fabric 
 4 cones serger thread to coordinate with fabrics chosen 
 Point turner, seam sealant, tube turner, fusible hemming tape 
 Optional 1 spool of decorative thread for rolled hem (I like polyarn or woolly 

  nylon in one looper) 
 Extra 90/14 needles (just in case) 
 On-board serger tools (tweezers, needle holder, screwdriver) 
Bring to class: 
 Serger with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good working order 

with a new needle 
 Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, scissors for 

clipping threads, shears, pins and seam ripper 
Pre Class Preparation:   

 Pre cut fabrics and label before coming to class 

Main Fabric: 
 Cut 1 - 21” x width of fabric strip 
  Subcut 1 - 27” x 21” piece for right side of apron 
     1 - 9” x 21” piece for left side of apron 
Contrast Fabric: 
 Cut 2 - 3½” x width of fabric strips for waistband/ties 
 Cut 1 - 7” x width of fabric strip 
  Subcut 1 - 7” x 13” piece for upper contrast 
     1 - 7” x 8½” piece for lower contrast 
Cut remainder of 7” strip into 3 somewhat equal pieces for testing.  Especially useful since we are 
changing stitches 
Pocket fabric: 
 Cut 1 - 7” x 15” piece 
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Cut remainder of 7” strip into 3 somewhat equal pieces for testing.  Especially use-
ful since we are changing stitches.
