Fabric/Supplies needed:   
 ½ yard feature fabric 
 ¾ yard coordinating fabric 
 ¼ yard light to medium weight fusible interfacing 
 1¼ yard ½” wide rick rack 
 Heart shaped vintage doily measuring approximately 6” x 7” (no doily? Bring 

coordinating fabric scrap measuring 8” x 18” to make pocket) 
 

Bring to class: 
 Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 

working order with a new needle 
 Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, scissors for 

clipping threads, shears, pins and seam ripper 
 Rotary cutter with a good blade, mat for use with rotary cutting tool and ruler 

 
Pre Class Preparation:   

       From featured fabric: cut 1 - 16” by width of fabric 

 From coordinating fabric: cut 1 - 11” by width of fabric, cut 2 at 4½” by    
  width of fabric, cut 1 - 6” by width of fabric 

 From fusible interfacing: cut 1 - 3” by width of interfacing
