Pattern:  The Zoey Zippered Clutch Pattern by Janine Babich   
        Finished dimensions: 5” x 11” when folded, 11” x 19: when open 
 

Fabric/Supplies needed:   
 ½ yard exterior fabric 
 ½ yard lining fabric 
 ½ yard vinyl (choose a medium weight) 

 ⅓ yard Pellon Thermolam Plus fusible fleece 
 1 yard Shape Flex fusible interfacing (medium weight woven) 

 2-1½” squares of Peltex stiff interfacing (for backing the magnetic closures) 
 3-14” zippers that coordinate with chosen fabrics 
 One ⅝” magnetic closure 
 #25 Clover bias tape maker 
 ½ yard of 1½” wide ribbon for bow (optional) 
 ½ yard of ¼” wide ribbon for zipper pulls (optional) 
 Construction thread to match both exterior and lining fabrics 
 Machine needles-80/12 Jeans needle 
 Tissue paper, 12” x 24” (for use if the vinyl tends to stick to the sewing table), or #52 

Teflon foot            

 ¼” Wonder Tape (a water soluble tape by Dritz) 

 
Bring to class: 

 Sewing Machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 
working order with a new needle 

 Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, scissors for 
clipping threads, shears, pins and seam ripper 

 Rotary cutter with a good blade, mat for use with rotary cutting tool and ruler
