Pattern:  To Infinity and Beyond Scarf by Heidi Pridemore 
  
Fabric/Supplies needed: 

➢ Fabric as listed on pattern 
➢ 9” zipper 
➢ Wonder clips or straight pins 
➢ Sewing machine’s zipper foot 
➢ Walking foot   
➢ Thread to match fabric 

 
Bring to class: 

➢ Sewing machine with power cord and foot control, cleaned and in good 
working order with a new needle.   

➢ Basic sewing kit to include:  fabric marking pen or pencil, ruler, scissors for 
clipping threads, fabric scissors, pins, seam ripper 

➢ Rotary cutter with good blade, mat for use with rotary cutting tool and ruler 
 
Pre Class Preparation: 

➢       Optional:  Cut out the pieces as listed in the pattern. If you are using 42” fabric,
